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Abstract

Phalotrislabiomaculatus L ema, 2002 was described based on a single specimen from Porto Franco, south of the Brazilian
state of Maranh&o, being rediscovered three years later in Mateiros, a municipality in the north of the state of Tocantins,
attesting to its occurrence in the cerrado of both banks of the Tocantins River. The discovery of 28 new specimens from
other localities during field expeditions (2009-2011) alowed a redescription of the species, adding new data on meristic
and morpho-qualitative traits. These results enable a better diagnosis of intraspecific, ontogenetic and sexual variation,
consolidating its taxonomic relationships with other species belonging to the nasutus group. The distribution map of P.
labiomaculatus, aswell as an identification key to the species of the natusus group, are provided. The type-locality isfixed
to the municipality of Porto Franco, state of Maranh&o.
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Resumo

Phal otris labiomacul atus Lema, 2002 foi descrita com base apenas no hol étipo de Porto Franco, municipio do sul do Es-
tado do Maranh&o. Foi reencontrada em 2005 no municipio de Mateiros, norte de Tocantins, evidenciando que ocorre no
cerrado de ambas as margens do Rio Tocantins. O encontro de 28 exemplares de outras | ocalidades, durante expedicdes a
campo (2009-2011), possibilitou uma redescricdo mais detalhada da espécie revelando caracteristicas meristicas e mor-
foqualitativas adicionais. Os resultados permitiram um melhor diagnostico das variagOes intraespecificas, ontogenética e
sexual consolidando as relagdes taxondmicas com as outras espécies pertencentes ao grupo nasutus. O mapa de dis-
tribuicdo de P. labiomaculatus e uma chave de identificacdo para as espécies do grupo natusus, sao fornecidos. A locali-
dade-tipo da espécies foi redefinida para o municipio de Porto Franco, Estado do Maranhao.
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Introduction

The genus Phalotris Cope, 1862 belongs to the family Dipsadidae of New World colubroid snakes (Zaher et al.
2009; Grazziotin et al. 2012). The genus was revalidated by Ferrarezzi (1993) and can be artificially divided in
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
